A regular meeting of the City Council of the City of Boston was held in the Christopher A. lannella
Chamber, City Hall on Wednesday, April 3, 2024 at 12:03 P.M.

President Louijeune in the Chair. All Councilors Present.

Father Joseph Zhang, St. James the Greater Church, delivered the invocation and the meeting was
opened with the pledge of allegiance to the flag.

President Louijeune moved to adopt the minutes from the March 27, 2024 meeting.
Motion Prevailed.
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Message and order for your approval, an Order to reduce the FY24
appropriation for the Reserve for Collective Bargaining by Four Million
Nine Hundred Nine Thousand Eight Hundred Thirty-Eight Dollars
($4,909,838.00) to provide funding for the Boston Police Department for
the FY24 increases contained within the collective bargaining agreements
between the City of Boston and the Boston Police Detectives Benevolent
Society - Superior Officers Unit.

Referred to the Committee on Ways and Means.

Message and order for a supplemental appropriation Order for the Boston
Police Department for FY24 in the amount of Four Million Nine Hundred
Nine Thousand Eight Hundred Thirty-Eight Dollars ($4,909,838.00) to
cover the FY24 cost contained within the collective bargaining agreements
between the City of Boston and the Boston Police Detectives Benevolent
Society - Superior Officers Unit. The terms of the contracts are July 1, 2020
through June 30, 2023 and July 1, 2023 through June 30, 2025. The major
provisions of the contract include base wage increases of 2%, 1.5%, 2%,
1% and 2.5%, to be given in July of each fiscal year of the contract term, as
well as the addition of the Transitional Career Award Program in July 2023.
The contract also contains reforms relating to discipline, officer return to
duty, paid detail system, and union release.
