ORDER FOR A HEARING TO DISCUSS BOSTON POLICE
DEPARTMENT STAFFING LEVELS

The longstanding issues of understaffing, overstretched resources, forced overtime, and
looming retirements at the Boston Police Department is a public safety and public health
emergency, which also disregards officers’ personal physical and emotional well-being,
as well as that of their families; and

In July of 1980, the minimum number of patrolmen at a given time for the Boston Police
Department rose from 2,300 to 2,500 by law in the City Municipal Code to ensure
adequate staffing among detailing projects and other police duties ; and

The increase in voluntary retirement and resignations is resulting in mandatory overtime
for police officers. In fact, resignations rose from one in 2018 to thirty six in 2022, while
voluntary retirement rose from seventeen in 2018 to 127 in 2022. Current staft is ordered
to fill those gaps, resulting in the physical and emotional burnout in the officers, and
potentially diminished ability to serve Boston residents; and

The environment at the Boston Police Department must be one that fosters a strong
relationship within the community. It is important that there is trust between officers and
the residents, and officers and their superiors. Officers who feel valued and respected are
more likely to have positive interactions with the public, ultimately improving trust and
cooperation through community policing; and

Boston Police needs a consistent influx of recruits to replace those that are retiring,
resigning, and transferring to other police departments throughout Massachusetts to help
prevent shortages. There are several recruiting practices that can be put in place to
increase staffing, including mentorship programs, incentive programs, and community
outreach; and

It is critical that the City of Boston act promptly to ensure that Boston Police
Department is comfortably in excess of 2,500 officers to prevent the overstretched
resources, forced overtime, and overworked officers that has resulted in this ongoing
emergency and crisis; therefore

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDERED:

That the appropriate Committee of the Boston City Council holds a hearing to discuss
adequate police staffing in the City of Boston. Representatives from the Boston Police
Department, the Boston Police commissioner, and Boston City Council are invited to
attend.

AN ORDER TO ACCEPT MASSACHUSETTS GENERAL
LAWS CHAPTER 59, SECTION 5, CLAUSE 41D,
AUTHORIZING ANNUAL INCREASES TO SENIOR
EXEMPTION INCOME AND ASSET LIMITS

The City of Boston currently offers a senior property tax exemption under
Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 59, Section 5, Clause 41C, which provides
property tax relief to eligible older adults based on age, income, and asset
thresholds; and

The income and asset eligibility thresholds under Clause 41C are fixed unless
increased by local action, and may become outdated over time due to inflation and
rising costs of living; and

Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 59, Section 5, Clause 41D authorizes
municipalities to adopt a cost-of-living adjustment (COLA) mechanism that
automatically increases the income and asset eligibility limits for the Clause 41C
senior exemption annually, based on the percentage increase in the Consumer
Price Index as determined by the Commissioner of Revenue; and

The adoption of Clause 41D would help preserve access to property tax relief for
Boston’s older adult homeowners who are at risk of losing eligibility due to
inflationary pressures on income and savings; and

Numerous Massachusetts municipalities have adopted Clause 41D to protect the
long-term value and accessibility of their senior tax exemption programs, NOW,
THEREFORE BE IT

That the City of Boston accept the provisions of Massachusetts General Laws
Chapter 59, Section 5, Clause 41D, which authorizes an annual increase in the
qualifying income (gross receipts) and whole estate (asset) limits for the senior
citizens’ property tax exemption under General Laws Chapter 59, Section 5,
Clause 41C, by the percentage increase in the U.S. Department of Labor’s
Consumer Price Index for the previous year as determined by the Commissioner
of Revenue. This acceptance shall be effective for exemptions granted for any
fiscal year beginning on or after July 1, 2026 (Fiscal Year 2027).

ORDER REQUESTING CERTAIN INFORMATION
UNDER SECTION 17F RELATIVE TO BPS
STUDENT-ATHLETE SCHOOL TRANSFER POLICIES

Testimony at the hearing on Docket #0166 revealed that Boston Public Schools’
student-athlete transfer and eligibility process, particularly the role and procedures
of the Sports Administration Review Board (SARB), lacks clearly defined,
publicly available policies, timelines, and due process protections for students and
families, resulting in inconsistent decision-making and limited transparency; and

The current framework governing transfer eligibility under MIAA Rule 57 and
Form 200 places significant discretion on individual schools and administrators
without a standardized investigatory or evidentiary process, raising concerns that
students may be deemed ineligible based on unverified allegations without a
meaningful opportunity to be heard or appeal; NOW, THEREFORE BE IT

That under the provisions of section 17F of Chapter 452 of the Acts of 1948, as
amended, and any other application provision of law, the City of Boston, be, and
hereby is, requested to obtain and deliver to the City Council, within one week of
the receipt hereof, the following information:

1. SARB Investigation Policies and Framework

a.

Provide information on the composition and governance of the Sports
Administration Review Board (SARB), including the process by which members
are appointed, the criteria for their selection, and the extent to which the Board
operates as an independent and impartial decision-making body.

Provide a detailed explanation of how SARB investigations are conducted,
including any written policies or procedures governing the process and the
individual(s) responsible for leading investigations. Describe the SARB review
process, including:

1. Investigation timeline;
ii.  Whether students are interviewed as part of eligibility determinations;



iii.  Describe the student interview process;
iv.  Whether SARB produces written factual findings; and
v.  Whether such findings are maintained as public records and made
accessible to the City Council upon request.

c. Clarify whether allegations of athletic recruitment are treated as a presumptive
basis for disqualification, and describe the formal review process, if any,
conducted prior to a determination of ineligibility.

Please provide documentation quantifying the embodied carbon associated with
demolition and new construction at the site, and identify the specific measures proposed
to offset those emissions.

Please provide documentation describing any planned nature-based carbon offsets,
including tree planting or green space expansion, and any analysis quantifying anticipated
carbon sequestration relative to tree removal and existing site conditions.

Please provide documentation describing the plan for a 100% electric shuttle fleet,
including emissions projections during the transition period and any interim mitigation
measures prior to full electrification.

Please provide any waste management or zero-waste operational plans associated with
White Stadium events.



7. Please clarify whether the Franklin Park parking and access analysis includes projected
event-day impacts associated with professional matches and other stadium events, and if
not, please provide documentation explaining how cumulative park impacts were
evaluated prior to construction.

FORCE TRANSPARENCY ACT”

The “DHS Use of Force Transparency Act,” co-sponsored by Congresswoman
Ayanna Pressley and Congressman Dave Min, would require the U.S. Department
of Homeland Security to provide Congress with relevant materials in cases
involving use of force, including shootings and deaths in custody; and

The legislation would mandate the disclosure of critical materials such as body
camera footage, audio recordings, written reports, internal communications, and
disciplinary records in an unredacted form to the maximum extent permitted by
law; and

The bill would apply to incidents occurring after January 20, 2025, including
actions taken by Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) and Customs and
Border Protection (CBP); and

Reports and advocacy organizations have documented numerous allegations of
excessive force by federal immigration authorities, including incidents resulting in
injury or death of both immigrants and United States citizens; and

At least twenty-one individuals have died in ICE custody since October 2025,
according to the American Immigration Lawyers Association, raising serious
concerns about oversight, accountability, and the protection of human rights; and

Recent incidents, including and use of excessive force and deaths in custody of
residents from communities such as Dorchester, underscore the urgent need for
transparency and independent oversight of federal immigration enforcement
practices; and

Ensuring timely and full disclosure of use-of-force incidents is essential to
maintaining public trust, safeguarding civil liberties, and holding federal agencies
accountable to the people they serve; NOW, THEREFORE BE IT

That the Boston City Council expresses its strong support for the “DHS Use of
Force Transparency Act,” and urges the United States Congress to pass this

United States Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) officers are being
deployed to 14 major airports across the country to assist with Transportation
Security Administration (TSA) operations during the ongoing partial federal
government shutdown; and

The current shutdown has forced TSA workers to work without pay, leading to
workforce strain, including more than 30 TSA employees across New England
leaving their positions since the shutdown began; and

Despite these national staffing challenges, officials have indicated that airports in
New England, including Boston Logan International Airport, remain sufficiently
staffed and have not experienced the severe security line delays seen in other
regions; and

The potential deployment of ICE personnel to staff TSA checkpoints at Boston
Logan International Airport raises serious concerns about the appropriate role of
federal immigration enforcement in civilian transportation security operations;
and

Boston Logan International Airport is a major international gateway and often
serves as a first point of entry for immigrants, refugees, and visitors to the
Commonwealth of Massachusetts; and

The presence of ICE agents in visible security roles at Logan Airport risks
creating fear, confusion, and distrust among travelers, particularly immigrants and
communities of color; and

Staffing TSA checkpoints with ICE agents would undermine the City’s values and
send a harmful and contradictory message to residents, travelers, and immigrant
communities; NOW, THEREFORE BE IT

Immigration and Customs Enforcement personnel to staff or supplement
Transportation Security Administration positions at Boston Logan International

Boston's neighborhoods remain encumbered by historic discriminatory policies
and practices in housing and real estate services sanctioned by federal and local
governments, leading to entrenched racial segregation, systemic oppression, and
significant disparities in housing opportunities and economic stability for
communities of color; and

Research from the Boston Foundation reveals stark disparities in housing access
after decades of systemic redlining, devaluation of non-white homes, and
discrimination in lending services, with roughly only 40 percent of Black and 37
percent of Latino households owning their own homes, compared to 73 percent of
White households regardless of income levels; and

Federal data through the Home Mortgage Disclosure Act reveals that mortgage
denial rates were about three times as high for Black Bostonians (15.3%) than
white Bostonians (5%) between 2015-2020, and between 2007 and 2022, the
share of mortgage applications from Black residents in Boston dropped by half;
and

According to research from the Greater Boston Association of Realtors, the
median sales price for a single-family home in Greater Boston has surpassed $1
million, while Census data cites more than a quarter of Boston's rental households
as spending more than half their income on rent; and

In some of Boston’s neighborhoods with the highest rates of displacement,
residents also experience persistent disparities in income levels, fewer options for
career growth and economic mobility, less generational wealth overall and fewer
ladders to homeownership to help residents build generational wealth, the impacts
of all of which largely burden neighborhoods with a majority of BIPOC and low
income residents the most; and

Much of Boston’s housing stock remains unaccommodating for far too many
residents, as many families are in need of units sizable and accommodating
enough to fit families and young children, as well as more homeownership
opportunities to help alleviate residents from the rent-burdened cycle, and/or
housing units with real affordability that actually pertains to their income levels,
and the lack of these options only furthers displacement as residents are forced to
look for suitable housing elsewhere; and

In response to these inequities, Boston's history is marked by strong community
activism, which has championed anti-displacement efforts and equitable urban
development through grassroots movements that successfully resisted disruptive
infrastructure projects, preserved neighborhood integrity, and promoted
community-driven solutions; and

The Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing (AFFH) provision of the Fair Housing
Act of 1968 mandates proactive measures by federal agencies and recipients of
housing funds to dismantle historical segregation patterns and ensure equitable
housing opportunities for all residents; and

The City of Boston established the Office of Fair Housing and Equity to enforce
fair housing laws, protecting residents from discrimination, and advance policies
in the city that ensure equitable access to housing and housing choice for all
residents; and

The late Robert Terrell, former Director of the Office of Fair Housing,
significantly shaped Boston’s fair housing legacy through visionary leadership
and advocacy, notably spearheading pioneering zoning reforms that advanced
equity and set a national precedent, and the AFFH Community Advisory
Committee (CAC) remains a strong coalition insistent on the importance of
moving forward with an assessment of the city’s implementation of fair housing
goals based on updated data and community input; and

Numerous local organizations, including Action for Equity, the Boston Tenant
Coalition, Reclaim Roxbury, Dudley Street Neighborhood Initiative (DSNI),
Dorchester Not For Sale, Housing Forward, Chinese Progressive Association,
Metropolitan Area Planning Council (MAPC), HUD Tenant Alliance, and many
others continue to advocate tirelessly for fair and equitable housing practices

RESOLUTION URGING THE GOVERNOR TO
SUSPEND THE GAS TAX

As of March 30, 2026, the average price of a gallon of gas in Boston is $3.93; and

The Commonwealth of Massachusetts imposes a state gas tax of 24 cents per
gallon, in addition to the federal gas tax of 18 cents per gallon, increasing the total
cost burden on residents; and

Rising gas prices, driven in part by global conflicts and market instability, have
significantly increased the cost of living for residents across Massachusetts; and

Working-class families, who disproportionately rely on personal vehicles for
commuting to work, childcare, and essential services, are particularly impacted by
rising fuel costs; and

Communities of color and economically disadvantaged communities often face
longer commutes and fewer public transportation options, further exacerbating the
financial strain caused by high gas prices; and

Other states, including Connecticut and Georgia, have temporarily suspended
their gas tax to provide immediate relief to residents during periods of high fuel
costs; and

Suspending the gas tax, even on a temporary basis, would provide meaningful and
immediate financial relief to Massachusetts residents struggling with the rising
costs of gas, groceries, and other essential goods; NOW, THEREFORE BE IT

That the Boston City Council urges Governor Maura Healey to immediately
suspend the state gas tax on a temporary basis to provide direct economic relief to
residents of the Commonwealth, particularly working-class families and
communities of color most impacted by rising fuel costs and directs that a copy of
this resolution be transmitted to the Office of Governor Maura Healey, the
Massachusetts State Legislature, and all members of the Boston delegation to the
General Court.

The mayor from time to time may make to the city council in the form of an ordinance or loan order filed with the city clerk such recommendations as he may deem to be for the
welfare of the city. The City Council shall consider each ordinance or loan order so presented and shall either adopt or reject the same within sixty days after the date when it is
filed as aforesaid. If such ordinance or loan order is not rejected within sixty days, it shall be in force as if adopted by the city council unless previously withdrawn by the mayor.
Section 15 of Chapter 190 of the Acts of 1982 (as amended by Section 2 of Chapter 701 of the Acts of 1986) The city council shall take definite action on any supplementary
appropriation order and any order for a transfer of appropriations by adopting, reducing or rejecting it within sixty days after it is filed with the city clerk; and in the event of their
failure to do so, such supplementary appropriation order or transfer as submitted by the mayor shall be in effect as if formally adopted by the city council.

The city council may at any time request from the mayor specific information on any municipal matter within its jurisdiction, and may request his presence to answer written
questions relating thereto at a meeting to be held not earlier than one week from the date of the receipt of said questions, in which case the mayor shall personally, or through
ahead of a department or a member of a board, attend such meeting and publicly answer all such questions. The person so attending shall not be obliged to answer questions
relating to any other matter.

Every order of the city council approving a petition to the general court pursuant to Clause (1) of Section 8 of Article 2 of the amendments to the Constitution of the
Commonwealth shall be presented to the mayor who shall forthwith consider the same, and, within fifteen days of presentation, either approve it, or file with the city council a

statement in detail of his reasons for not approving the same, including any objection based on form, on content, or both; provided, that no such order shall be deemed approved or
in force unless the mayor affixes his signature thereto.

A formal request sponsored by a councilor that a committee of the Boston City Council conduct a hearing about a particular
matter, issue, or policy that impacts the City of Boston. An Order for a Hearing is not a law and is not voted on by the City
Council. The only action concerning an Order for a Hearing that can be taken at a City Council meeting is the administrative
action of placing it on file.

Legislative Resolution: A recommendation concerning policy issues that may urge action on particular matters. Legislative resolutions have no legal

effect. Legislative resolutions represent a particular position or statement by a Councilor, Councilors, or the City Council as
a whole.
